	 Known primarily as a conductor during his life, French organist and composer Gabriel Pierné conducted many premieres 
	 by fellow Frenchmen such as Ravel and Debussy, and he conducted the world premiere of Stravinsky’s “Firebird” with the 
	 Ballet Russes in 1910. This Prelude was published as the first in a set of Trois Pieces at the end of the 19th century, and it 
	 features perpetual arpeggiations to create a somber mood.
